


Install Tracks and Valence

Drill the hole, put in the dowel

Assemble and insert the track assembly into the cabinet 
opening, 1.5mm in from the face of the box, as shown 
below.

Fasten with #6 x 5/8” flat phillips head screws (included) 
into the pre-drilled holes in the front groove of the track 
and the black feed guide and corner cap at top of the 
track.

Insert the valence flush with the corner cap and the 
top of the case.

Fasten with #6 x 5/8” flat phillips head screws 
(included) into the pre-drilled holes in the valence

Inset the 8 mm dowels into the holes drilled in the side 
panels. Remove the door stop from the tracks..

Use the enclosed plastic template for hole positioning. Place into the 
top front corner of the left panel and pre-drill the 8mm hole. 

Repeat for the right hand side.
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Insert Counterbalance Mechanism

Do not pre-tension the tambour at this time.

Remove the handle from the tambour carpet.

Place the tambour unit onto the positioning dowels 
with the guide roller at the front of the cabinet. Make 
sure the end bracket is pushed against the front dowel. 
Mark the position of the fixing hole by pre-drilling a 
hole 2.5mm in diameter using the end bracket as a 
template. 

Allow 10-15mm of space between the top of the 
tambour carpet and the inside top of the cabinet.

If you are installing a fixed shelf below the tambour, 
allow for a minimum clearance of 10mm between the 
shelf and the bottom of the rolled up tambour carpet.

Screw the bracket into the pre-drilled fixing holes on 
both sides.
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When installing the tambour 
system make sure that the end 
marked R is on the Right side 

of the cabinet.



Align Tambour to Valence and check tension

Attach the Handle and Thread the Tambour Carpet
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Pre-tension Settings (Reference Only)Pre-tension the rolled 
up tambour carpet in 
a counter-clockwise 
direction as shown in 
the following chart. 

Remove the temporary tape 
holding the carpet. Pull the 
tambour over the guide roller 
and out of the cabinet.

Slide the handle onto the end 
of the carpet.

Guide the carpet into the 
running track.

The carpet must be held during 
this process or the pre-tension 
will be lost. 

With the door partly closed, re-install the door stops into the track extrusion.

Align the tambour by moving the front 
screws on the end brackets up or down.

Secure the end brackets by adding screws 
to the remaining holes.

If the door doesn’t rest in the closed 
position, you need to readjust the 
preloading. Remove the door stop from 
the side tracks and feed the carpet back 
over the guide roller.

When everything is finished, attach the 
Track Covers by popping them into place 
with a rubber mallet.
